Cough and other symptoms can be caused by a
variety of things. If you have TB, it is treatable and
your doctor might want you to take antibiotics. Make
sure you take your medications as prescribed and
finish the full course of your prescription.

Note: All TB related services are free for anyone living in
BC, regardless of whether they are enrolled in the
Medical Services Plan (MSP). MSP is recommended for
all residents of B.C, including international students who
have lived in the province for 6 months.
