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Hard Signs
● Active bleeding
● Expanding hematoma
● Pulselessness
● Bruits/thrills

General Principles
● Simple arterial repairs preferred
● Temporary intravascular shunts may 
   be needed
● Vein grafts preferred for complex 
   repairs
● PTFE can be used in contaminated 
   fields
● Completion arteriograms 
   recommended
● Consider 4 compartment fasciotomy 
   for associated injury or prolonged 
   ischemia

Soft Signs
● Decreased Pulse
● Non‐expanding Hematoma
● Neuro deficit
● Unexplained hypotension
● ABI ≤ 0.9
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
