OUTBREAK DEFINITION:        Three (3) or more cases of gastroenteritis in the same setting, within a four (4) day period.
NOTE: a: a case of gastroenteritis is a person (including staff) experiencing 2 or more liquid or watery stools above what is normal for the person in a 24 hour period, OR an episode of unexplained vomiting, OR 
one episode each of vomiting and diarrhea in a 24 hour period, OR one episode of bloody diarrhea, OR a lab confirmation of a known enteric pathogen and at least one GI symptom i.e. nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, 
abdominal pain etc., care must be taken to rule out non-infections cause e.g. medication or other illnesses that can cause vomiting or diarrhea.
